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Part 1 - Setting up the Workspace
Create a new Print Document
· Width: 8.5"
· Height: 4.25"
· Accept all other defaults
Save it as icons.ai into the project folder
Draw a Rounded Rectangle
1. With icons.ai open, choose the Rounded Rectangle Tool
2. Click the Default Fill and Stroke button at the bottom of the Tools panel
3. With the Rounded Rectangle tool active, click once anywhere on the artboard
4. Set the width and height to 1.75", corner radius to 12pt
5. Click OK to create the new shape
6. Click the Selection tool zoom in to at least 200%

7. Set the Stroke Weight to 3pt
8. Set the Fill color to a light brown (C=25 M=40 Y=65 K=0)
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[image: ]Duplicate, Align and Distribute
1. Duplicate the rectangle 3 times
2. Align and distribute the four rectangles
3. Place them near the top of the artboard

Import Template Images
1. With icons.ai open, choose File>Place
2. Navigate to your project folder and click picnic.jpg to select that file.
3. At the bottom of the Place dialog box, check the Template option only
4. Click Place
5. [image: ]Do the same steps for tents.jpg, hiking.jpg and campfire.jpg


Manage Layers
1. Rename Layer 1 to Background
2. Move it to the bottom of the stack
3. Select each template an position it over a corresponding rectangle
4. Change the templates layers Dim Image to 30% (Layer Options)
5. Lock all your Layers
6. [image: ]Add a new Layer on top of the stack, name it: icon art

Part 2 - Drawing Basic Shapes
Picnic Table
1. Use Rectangle shapes to create the table icon using the template as a guide
2. Black fill, no stroke
3. For the table legs, use the Shear Tool (shared with the Scale)
· Alternatively, you can use the Direct Select Tool to select the top 2 anchor point together and re-shape the rectangle
4. Use the Reflect Tool (shared with Rotate) to create the second leg of the table
5. Once all of the shapes are in place, select and group them
6. Rename the Group: picnic table
7. Hide the corresponding Template Layer
8. Lock the picnic table sub-layer/group

Hiker
1. Draw the Hiker Body with the Line Segment Tool
2. Round Cap style in the Stroke panel (Click on Stroke in the Control Bar)
· Stroke Width 12pts for the body
· Stroke Width 8pts for the arm
· Stroke Width 4pts for the walking stick
3. Rounded Rectangle shape for the backpack
4. Circle shape for the head
5. Once all of the shapes are in place, select and group them
6. Rename the Group: hiker
7. Hide the corresponding Template Layer
8. [image: ]Lock the hiker sub-layer/group



Campfire
1. Draw the Campfire shape with the Pencil Tool
2. Set the Fill to Black
3. Create another for the "hole" in the top
4. Select both shapes
5. Using the Pathfinder Panel, select Minus Front to create a Compound Path
6. Use the Line Segment Tool for the bottom line
7. Once all of the shapes are in place, select and group them
8. Rename the Group: Campfire
9. Hide the corresponding Template Layer
10. [image: ]Lock the hiker sub-layer/group

Tent
1. Draw the Tent using the Shaper Tool
2. Click and drag over the Tent outside outline
3. Let go at the starting point and the Shaper tool will generate a triangle
4. Use the Shaper Tool to create a smaller triangle for the door
5. User Pathfinder Minus Front the cut the door from the tent
6. Use the Line Segment Tool, 4pts, to create the pole lines
7. Once all of the shapes are in place, select and group them
8. Rename the Group: Campfire
9. Hide the corresponding Template Layer
10. Lock the hiker sub-layer/group

Part 3 - Edit Individual Elements
Duplicate and change the Background
1. Duplicate the Background layer
2. Rename it Background Green
3. Move it to the bottom of the Artboard
4. Chang the Fill and Stroke of all the rectangles to a medium green
(C=85 M=10 Y=100 K=10)
5. Lock the Layer
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Duplicate and change the Icons
1. Duplicate the icon art layer
2. Rename it icon art white
3. Move and align it over the Green rectangles
4. Change the Fill and Stroke of all shapes to white
