Download the Project Files
Either download the project files from the class web page OR use the files given on a flash drive.
Create the Base PSD file
Open statue_start.jpg and save it as a Photoshop .psd file (I’m naming mine statue-balloons.psd)
Extract the Hot Air Balloons and Copy into the .PSD file 
Open balloon1.jpg
1. Experiment with the Marquee tools and make selections around the balloon
2. Copy the selection into statue-balloons.psd, note what happens – a new layer is created
3. Delete the new layer
Lasso Tool
1. Make a selection with the Lasso Tool
2. Copy the selection into statue-balloons.psd and note what happens
3. Delete the new layer
Magnetic Lasso
1. Make a selection with the Lasso Tool
2. Copy the selection into statue-balloons.psd
3. Keep the new layer
Open balloon2.jpg
Magic Wand, Quick Select, and Eraser Tools
1. Experiment making selections with both of these tools
2. Review the “Select Inverse” option
3. Adjust the settings in the Options bar for Tolerance, Size and Hardness to make more accurate selections
4. Make any fine adjustments with the Eraser tool
5. Copy the best selection into statue-balloons.psd
Open balloon3.jpg
Magic Eraser Tool
1. Erase the background
2. Copy the selection into statue-balloons.psd
Open balloon4.jpg
1. Using any of the above techniques, copy the selection into statue-balloons.psd
Open balloon5.jpg
1. Erase the background with the Magic Eraser tool
2. Use the Lasso tool to select individual balloons
3. Copy each one into a new layer in the base .psd file
Adjust the Balloon Scale and Light Direction
Transform Tool (Free Transform, Scale, Rotate)
1. Adjust layer visibility to work on one layer at a time
2. For each balloon layer, transform it for appropriate scale to the statue
3. Rotate the balloons slightly to vary their appearance
4. Flip the layer if necessary to make the light direction of the statue
5. Adjust the Balloon Stacking Order
6. Move the layers up or down to adjust the position of the balloons
Move a Few Balloons Behind the Statue
Layer Options
1. Turn off layer visibility for all of the balloon layers
2. Unlock the statue layer (background)
3. Use the Magic Wand or Quick Select tool to select the sky
4. Once selected, Right-click on the selection and choose Layer Via Cut
5. Rename the new layer Sky
6. Name the statue layer Statue
7. Move the Statue layer to the top of the stack
8. Turn on visibility of all layers
9. Using the Move Tool, arrange the balloons around the statue
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
